Comments from the Director

Dear GMRGers –

I would also like to add my thanks to Chwen and Lao Yang for being such great hosts in Taiwan.  What a wonderful assortment of eating adventures (a different type each time) and venues - 谢谢.  Lawrie, thanks for getting out the minutes of the meeting and bringing us this far.

Like Dennis, I’ve read through all the emails and suggestions that have gone back and forth.  And, as Jack said, appreciate the time you’ve taken to respond to his thoughts.  In general, I think we have set in motion the steps to address the most important issues.  Here are some comments on the statements raised by Jack and your various responses.  

1.  In the depths of the past, the Global Manufacturing Research Group created the vision statement that appears on our webpage and the Gazette.  I don’t think debating a rewording is a high priority now.  We have more important issues to address.  Here’s the statement: 

The Global Manufacturing Research Group (GMRG) is a multi-national community of researchers dedicated to the study and improvement of manufacturing supply chains world-wide.  Through systematic study and research throughout the world, the GMRG aims to improve manufacturing supply chains through the development of theory and dissemination of results.  By sharing ideas, results, and concepts with research colleagues and manufacturing executives around the globe, the GMRG serves to strengthen the linkage between research and practice.

As you can see, it specifies the domain (manufacturing practice) but doesn’t define nor limit either the research methodology or the research questions.  Those details are left up to the individual researcher and his or her colleagues.  In the end, that’s clearly where it must rest.  The types of research issues that are addressed depend on the researchers’ interests, relevant literature and methodology employed.  As important as the questionnaire is to our activities, I feel we should not regard it as the exclusive methodology we would support.  We should encourage any rigorous methodology around which a set of colleagues can gather and that provides valuable insights into manufacturing supply chains.  I would be concerned if we placed constraints that might limit others’ creativity or prevent interested colleagues from joining the group.  

Recently a phrase, reproduced below, has appeared on some of our documents but, fortunately, not on the Gazette.  I don’t know the source of the phrase, but I know of no such international university alliances.  I don’t think we should use this phrase since it doesn’t accurately describe our people-to-people group.

Assessing global competitiveness of manufacturing facilities through an international alliance of leading universities.  
2.  One of the primary activities of the group has been facilitating collaboration among global scholars.  We have had a number of faculty exchanges, joint papers (with several going beyond use of the questionnaire data) and interactions that have resulted in books, special issues of journals and other valuable projects.  We can’t “force” collaboration to happen, but we can provide forums for generating research ideas, provide feedback on the ideas and facilitate collaboration.  I think this should continue to be an important role for the group (think of Dennis’s comments about the potential colleagues he discovered in Taiwan).  

Given the current and likely continuing pressure on academic budgets and travel funds, we should be thinking of clever ways to use GMRG resources to facilitate collaboration.  This may even provide useful insights for manufacturing managers trying to run global facilities.  As I argued above, collaboration should not be limited to the use of the questionnaire.  We have talked about case studies that would supplement our insights from the questionnaire.  As Danny once said, “I’m tired of explaining less than 1% of the variance.”  Let’s focus some energy on building creative research and forms of collaboration that can improve that.

3.  For many years, the GMRG operated very informally.  We found ways to create recognition and resume lines for those who were participating in the group.  There were no “Executive Board” meetings so the people in attendance at a meeting made the decisions.  There were no dues, there was no registration fee for meetings (the majority were held in conjunction with other meetings), subsidies for travel were very informal, and “membership” was a list of people who got the Gazette and other communications.  That is no longer the case.

Thanks, Damien, for elegantly pointing out that the dues, subsidies, incentives and so forth have made us look (to some eyes) much like the organizations we study.  We clearly need to change the way that money is managed and controlled if we intend to continue to create a balance sheet and income statement.  Likewise, Krisztina’s observations on the lack of clarity in the roles of officers and transparency in their selection point out the need to address organizational governance.  We will see if we can use an e-bank or Pay Pal to take care of the money issues and we’ll benchmark with other professional organizations to get ideas for professionalizing our structure.  In addition, the roles of the officers and means of their selection will be made clear.

4.  The procedure we agreed to in Taiwan will serve for completing the next questionnaire.  Mateo and Krisztina will coordinate the compilation.  They will seek input from a broad group of informed people and Jack will be actively involved.  All are aware of the length, content coverage, and consistency with previous versions issues.  I will join them in August for a thorough review.  We should be able to meet the timetable that Danny and others suggested.  

In more general terms, there are other priority concerns that need attention.  We should inform our colleagues that the GMRG is still around and active.  Neva and I are beginning to assemble our former mailing and e-mail lists to expand our contacts.  I urge you to help us collect names (plus affiliations and e-mail addresses) of people you think should be informed of our activities.  Following Krisztina’s suggestion, we want to provide an early description of V5 to a broad network of global colleagues so we can get up and running more quickly.  

Thanks to all of you for your participation in Taiwan and the ensuing discussion.  Krisztina, I wish you the best as you start your year as President; please let me know how I can help.  I’m looking forward to working with all of you as we go forward.

The data will be distributed to all paid data gathering members when there is an updated list of paid members (as of June,2010). All data gathering members that attended the Taiwan meeting will be sent the data set by the end of year. 

The new Vice Presidents of Data Acquisitions will be sent the entire data set when the person is appointed. Although the position may seem like an easy task, it requires at least two people at the same location to validate the questionnaire, check for completeness, be able to EM the data for missing values and distribute the data as it comes in, probably two times a year. Considering the hundreds of separate files, this is extremely time-consuming. Currently in my data collection file, I have 124 folders, and 938 files. 

As I leave this position, I should point out several inconsistencies in organizational issues. 1) The GMRG primary focus was to be manufacturing. Although there are many articles written in overall manufacturing strategy and general business strategy, our focus has been at more detailed analyses of planning and control (See the Vollman, Berry, Whybark, & Jacobs textbook for definitions and directions) rather than the broad brush of manufacturing strategy. 2) Leadership positions should be given to members with demonstrated expertise and familiarity with GMRG. 3) Written procedures should always be followed and never circumvented by a facile change at a meeting. 4) Most importantly, the organization should always have a friendly inviting atmosphere to encourage new members and data gatherers. 

As a side note, I believe the current core section is too long and has an over-emphasis on the general business strategy. I believe this issue should be brought up and have written response by all past data gatherers …one vote for each country. 

As a personal note, as I decrease my involvement in GMRG, I want to thank all the wonderful friends I have in GMRG.

THE GMRG STORY
(Updates to Follow)

The Beginning (By Mrs. Neva Wybark)

One important issue related to the culture of an organization is its historical development.  Many folks who have been with this awesome group already know of the events that have lead to such a fine organization.  Those of us new to the group may not have all of the details, some of which we may not want to know about (.  However, I know that I have been intrigued with the GMRG development process.  Therefore, Neva Whybark and Amrik Sohal have been providing information that should give us “green horns” (an old western cowboy saying for those not yet experienced) some insight.  Several articles pertaining to the history of GMRG have been written.  With that in mind, the following is the beginning of hopefully a series of facts and stories that relate to GMRG.

The Global Manufacturing Research Group (GMRG) has been in existence as an organization for over 20 years. It has its beginnings in 1985.  From discussions at a conference in Seoul, Korea, Boo Ho Rho and Clay Whybark afterwards created the first questionnaire to compare manufacturing practices in Korea and the Peoples Republic of China where they were at that time.  Others also became interested in collecting such research data in other countries where they lived or had lived as they learned about the research project at various meetings and by word of mouth.   As research papers were presented at meetings around the world, the GMRGers attending held meetings to discuss and share findings, problems and solutions or possible solutions regarding data gathering, analysis, etc.  Various members have hosted GMRG meetings in their countries in conjunction with or apart from other formal professional groups such as POMS, EurOMA, DSI, Pan Pacific Conference, and   others.

The group produced a second round survey in the early 1990’s.  Many of the questions were the same as the first survey with a significant number of questions either added or modified to represent changes in the field of operations since the first survey.  The same methodology as for the first survey was utilized to collect and distribute data.  Once again, journal articles were produced.

In the late 1990’s a third round survey was developed to allow for new and updated research efforts.  Data from this survey became available for research use in late 2004 and early 2005 by contributors from GMRG.  Much effort is being placed into understanding the results of the data collected.  Around the same time the third survey data became available for research use, a fourth survey was in the process of being released for data collection and future analysis.  As for previous surveys, GMRG members are in the process of administering the survey around the world.  It is anticipated that data obtained from this effort should be available in the mid to late 2000’s for analysis first by the data gatherers and GMRG members.  Later others will also be able to use the data gathered

Membership in GMRG has increased over the years as the group’s research efforts became known to the academic and industrial sectors.   Members in or from more than ten countries are involved in global data collection using the latest questionnaire.

The Founding Committee – By Dr. Clay Wybark

Early in our existence, one of the things that perplexed people when they got involved with the GMRG, was something called the “founding committee”. Some of you may remember that was the title for a list of names that used to decorate our letterhead long before we had our logo.  It was also a list in an appendix to one of our early history documents.  Back in the early days, persons new to the group would often ask, “Who are those people?”  The question hasn’t come up for several years because of changes to our organization and the turnover of people involved.  So pull up a chair and I’ll tell you the tale of the Founding Committee.

The concept of a global questionnaire on manufacturing practices grew out of survey research that Boo-Ho Rho had done on executives in Korea.  He reported his results at a Pan Pacific Business Association Conference in Seoul, Korea in 1985.  After his presentation we discussed the feasibility of launching a global survey project and agreed to give it a try.  Over the next year, we worked on the questionnaire.  We also outlined the objectives, determined the topics, and laid out the logistics of conducting the project. Three goals under laid the project: develop a survey that could be used around the world, create a network of researchers to work on the survey and distribute the results to researchers that were unable to be directly involved.  We called this the global manufacturing practices project.

In August of 1986, Boo-Ho and I met again in Seoul to finish the survey.  The Korea Productivity Center had agreed to support the data gathering effort in Korea, so we met with them for their input.  On the last day of my stay, Boo-Ho, Neva and I were joined by Mr. Wu of the Korea Productivity Center to make a final pass of the survey.  We ended up in our room in the Seoul Hilton where we worked into the night and early morning to finish it.  (I don’t think Mr. Wu knew what he had gotten himself into.)   Boo-Ho then started gathering data in Korea and I started in China.  Eventually all of our original objectives were met.  We even bundled the first survey data with the Global Manufacturing Practices book to assure wide distribution.  As we moved forward with the data gathering, we attracted other researchers and they began gathering data and involving their contacts.
